BAETE ACCREDITATION PREPARATION - PROGRAM’S PERSPECTIVE

BAETE accreditation process is voluntary. An institution submits an application for the accreditation of an eligible program 
without persuasion or pressure. A program may face many challenges when it prepares for accreditation. The talk is focused 
on helping the programs in that preparation by discussing the best practices. A program needs to identify the gaps between 
the current practice it follows and the BAETE proposed accreditation process. This talk will help a program to identify 
the processes it should develop and practice in the way of applying for BAETE accreditation. The talk will introduce the 
BAETE accreditation process by discussing the major steps of accreditation. It will also guide a new program or an existing 

Assessment Report (SAR) template, Evaluation Team (ET) Report template, etc. Special emphasis will be given in attaining 

Next, documents needed for writing the SAR will be presented. Finally, the talk will be concluded with a discussion on taking 
preparation for the ET visit. 
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
